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Per capita rankings of wired connections not meaningful:

ÅWired connections are one to a household.

VCorrect normalization is connections per household, not per 

capita.

OECD rankings, in particular, problematic also because:

ÅCannot measure business lines consistently across countries or over 

time.
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OECD (and FCC) canõt count business connections
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U.S. Census: 81 million people have Internet at work

Nielsen: 95% of workers with Internet access have broadband

77 million U.S. workers have broadband at work

OECD/FCC miss about 72 million connections
